By public transport -

From Dublin Airport

The Aircoach service to/from Dublin Airport serves the university. Coming from
Dublin Airport the coach stops on the N11 slip road in front of the Montrose Hotel
(currently closed for renovation). On the return journey to Dublin Airport the coach
stops at the main entrance to the university on the N11 slip road.

Aircoach fares: Single journey €8.00

From the city centre

Public transport links from the city centre are good and this is the easiest way to reach
the campus.

The number 10 route of Dublin Bus terminates within the campus near the Quinn
Business School (no. 44/grid ref. D9). This is the easiest and most convenient bus
route to take because it will leave you within the campus.

The 46A, 46B, 46C, 46D routes, as well as the 145 route all pass along the Stillorgan
Road (N 11). If you take any of these buses you should get off at the Montrose Hotel
stop on the N11 slip road and cross the main road to the principal entrance of UCD.

The number 11B route terminates on campus, near the Clonskeagh entrance, but it is
NOT advisable to take this bus from the city centre because its UCD terminus is a
long distance from the UCD Humanities Institute of Ireland.

The routes 10, 46 and 145 all pass through the city centre from north to south, via
Parnell Square, O’Connell Street, D’Olier Street, Trinity College, Nassau Street and
Kildare Street.

Arriving on campus

By public transport or on foot to the UCD Humanities Institute

From the terminus of Bus route 10

The terminus of Dublin Bus route 10 is beside the Quinn Business School (no. 44/grid
ref. D9). Proceed towards the Quinn Business School and take the footpath to the
right of the building. Follow this footpath until you reach a road. Cross this road and
proceed across car park 5C. The UCD Humanities Institute of Ireland is at the rear
(southern end) of this car park.

From the main entrance on the Stillorgan Road (N 11) – on foot or from Bus routes
46, 145

Proceed through the main entrance and continue-on straight towards the Allied Irish
Bank branch (no. 4 /grid ref. C8) and Ardmore House (no.3 /grid ref. C8). Continue to
the Newman Building (no. 36/grid ref. D8). Depending on the weather, pass through
the building (following the yellow direction strip on the floor) or around it to your
left. At the rear of the building cross the road at the traffic lights and cross car park 5C
in front of you. The UCD Humanities Institute of Ireland (no. 27/grid ref. F9) is at the
rear (southern end) of the car park.

By car

Through the main entrance on the Stillorgan Road (N11)

Proceed to the free car parks to the left and right of the main entrance and follow the
campus map from there, using the Newman Building (no. 36/grid ref. D8) and Quinn
Business School (no.44/grid ref. D9) as landmarks.

Pay & Display parking is available beside St Stephen’s (no. 66/grid ref. C10) Turn
left immediately on entering the campus. Follow this road, turning left just before St
Stephen’s. Follow the campus map from there, using the Quinn Business School
(no.44/grid ref. D9) as a landmark.

From the Clonskeagh entrance (Wynnsward Drive)

Follow the road through the roundabout, past the Sports Centre (no. 65/grid ref. E5),
Student Centre (no. 67/grid ref. D5) and University Church (41/grid ref. E6).
Continue past the signs for UCD O’Kane Centre for Film Studies (no.39/grid ref. F7),
Belgrove Student Residences (no. 5/grid ref. E8) and through the traffic lights.
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After the traffic lights the road veers to the right where you will find car park 5C. The
parking here is free and the UCD Humanities Institute of Ireland (no. 27/grid ref. F9)
is at the rear (southern end) of this carpark.

From the Owenstown entrance (Foster Avenue)

Follow the road as far as the Quinn Business School (no.44/grid ref. D9). You can
continue on straight and gain access to a car park behind the Dublin Bus terminus. If
you veer left at the Quinn Business School you will have access to two more car parks
– one on your left and one on your right (5A and 5B).

Car users please note the following traffic restriction:

Traffic barriers are in operation to prevent through cross-city traffic. These
barriers are in place Monday to Friday from 7.00am to 10.30am and 4.00pm to
7.30pm.

The directions for drivers are based on the assumption that you will arrive when the
barriers are in place. When the barriers are in operation the Clonskeagh and
Owenstown entrances permit access to car parks in the vicinity of the UCD
Humanities Institute of Ireland, but this is not possible from the main entrance on the
Stillorgan Road (N11).
